PRESENTATION

Dear Honoured Guests,

The Government of Swit-
zerland represented perma-
nently in Tajikistan by the Swiss
Cooperation Office — and
whose representative | am —
does have a particular interest
in the region: “Central Asia"” and
in the topic: “Islam and society”
- that is being dealt with today
and during the coming two
days.

You might be wondering
why? Switzerland is a small
country far away situated in the
middle of Europe - without any
geo-strategic interest in Central
Asia - and moreover Islam not
being a major denomination —
in contrast to Eurasia.

However, Switzerland does
share many aspects in common
with Central Asia — be it physi-
cally: mountains, water; be it:
economically: the same voting
group/ constituency within the
so-called Bretton Woods insti-
tutions (IMF, WB); be it com-
mon values and beliefs. In par-
ticular:

[0 Anintegrative, accountable
and inclusive political sys-
tem, including freedom of
expression including reli-
gion, and

[0 A sustainable economic
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growth leading to job op-
portunities within the re-
gional and the world
economy.

Switzerland has thus impor-
tant development programs in
the region of Central Asia incl.,
especially Tajikistan and
Kyrgyzstan - in certain well-cho-
sen domains - hoping to con-
tribute to stability and enabling
the achievements of the a/m
goals in the mid- to-long term.

In this context the general
framework is of high impor-
tance: socially, politically, eco-
nomically. Therefore religion is
also important. The ongoing dif-
ficult transition process, even
after ten years, is highly influ-
enced by the issue of how the
states of the region are tack-
ling the issue of "Islamic funda-
mentalism” — besides ethic na-
tionalism.

That is what's at the cen-
tre-stage of these two-day
workshops. From the program
one can see that many interest-
ing contributions will be made
about the role of Islam in Cen-
tral Asian societies. | do hope
that the speeches by the dif-
ferent personalities and the fol-
lowing discussions will enlighten
all participants and therefore
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contribute to a better mutual un-
derstanding.

Personally | am rather opti-
mistic for the future of Central
Asia - if we manage to high-
light the liberating aspects of
the religion and culture of Islam
and not to focus on its radical
part. For example, Sufism, the
mystical trend of Islam that is
so present here, was always a
most tolerant expression of this
world religion.

| wish you all two interest-
ing days of lively discussions -
and the Government of Swit-
zerland, as donor is happy to
be associated with this process
in the context of its Regional
Media Program financing this
conference. Thank you!
