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Ñòàëà ëè òðàãåäèÿ 11 ñåí-

Ïîïûòêè äàòü íà ýòîò âîï-
ðîñ îäíîçíà÷íûé îòâåò – «äà»
èëè «íåò» - íà ìîé âçãëÿä,
íåêîððåêòíû. Áåçóñëîâíî, ýòè
ñîáûòèÿ îêàçàëè ãðîìàäíîå
âëèÿíèå íà ñèòóàöèþ âî âñåì
ìèðå. Íî, ñ äðóãîé ñòîðîíû,
ñëó÷èâøèåñÿ â ÑØÀ òåðàêòû
â íåìàëîé ñòåïåíè áûëè
ïðåäñêàçóåìû. Çàêîíîìåðíû-
ìè ÿâëÿþòñÿ è èõ ïîñëåäñòâèÿ
äëÿ îòíîøåíèé ìåæäó ìóñóëü-
ìàíñêèì ñîîáùåñòâîì è Çà-
ïàäîì. Âñïëåñê òåððîðèçìà
êàê è áîðüáà ïðîòèâ íåãî îò-
ðàçèëè âñþ ñëîæíîñòü îáùå-
ìèðîâîé ñèòóàöèè - ãëîáàëèñò-
ñêèõ ïðåòåíçèé íà ñîçäàíèå
çàïàäíî-îðèåíòèðîâàííîé ìî-
äåëè ÷åëîâå÷åñêîé öèâèëè-
çàöèè à òàêæå óæå êîíêðåò-
íîé àìåðèêàíñêîé óñòàíîâêè
íà ñîòâîðåíèå ìîíîïîëÿðíîãî
ìèðà ó îäíèõ; à ó äðóãèõ, ìó-
ñóëüìàí, è íå òîëüêî ìóñóëü-
ìàí – æåëàíèå äîêàçàòü
ñîáñòâåííóþ ñîñòîÿòåëüíîñòü,
ñïîñîáíîñòü áûòü íåçàâèñè-
ìûìè îò çàïàäíîãî ëèäåðà.
Àêòèâíîñòü èñëàìñêîãî ðàäè-
êàëèçìà (ôèãóðèðóþùåãî ïîä
òåðìèíàìè èñëàìèçì, âàõõà-
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áèçì, ôóíäàìåíòàëèçì è ïð.)
îòðàæàåò îáùóþ ôðóñòðàöèþ
çíà÷èòåëüíîé ÷àñòè ìóñóëü-
ìàíñêîãî îáùåñòâà, ðàçî÷à-
ðîâàííîñòüþ ñîáñòâåííûìè
ïðàâÿùèìè ýëèòàìè, ñòðåì-
ëåíèå íàéòè âûõîä èç êðèçèñ-
íîãî ïîëîæåíèÿ â èñëàìñêîé
«àëüòåðíàòèâå», èíûìè ñëî-
âàìè, ïðåäñòàâèòü ñâîå ñâåò-
ëîå áóäóùåå â çîëîòîì ïðîø-
ëîì. Îáîñòðåíèþ îáñòàíîâêè
ñïîñîáñòâóåò íåñòàáèëüíîñòü
â ðÿäå ðåãèîíîâ ìóñóëüìàíñ-
êîãî ìèðà, à òàêæå â ò.í.
ìóñóëüìàíî-õðèñòèàíñêîì
ïîãðàíè÷üå, â êîòîðîå ÷àñ-
òè÷íî âõîäÿò è íåêîòîðûå
òåððèòîðèè Ðîññèè.

Ñóùåñòâóåò íåñêîëüêî
óðîâíåé, íà êîòîðûõ ñòîðîí-
íèêè «èñëàìñêîé àëüòåðíà-
òèâû» ñòðåìÿòñÿ ê äîñòèæå-
íèþ ñâîèõ öåëåé – ëîêàëüíûé,
íàöèîíàëüíûé, ðåãèîíàëüíûé è
ãëîáàëüíûé. Îïûò ïîñëåäíèõ
òðåõ äåñÿòèëåòèé (à â êàêîì-
òî ïëàíå è âñåé èñòîðèè èñ-
ëàìñêîé öèâèëèçàöèè) ïîêà-
çàë, ÷òî íè íà îäíîì èç ýòèõ
óðîâíåé äîáèòüñÿ óñòîé÷èâîé
ðåàëèçàöèè èñëàìñêîé àëüòåð-
íàòèâû ïîêà ÷òî íå óäàëîñü. Â
êà÷åñòâå ðàçíîïîðÿäêîâûõ
ïðèìåðîâ ìîæíî ïðèâåñòè
Èñëàìñêóþ ðåñïóáëèêó Èðàí,

Êàäàðñêóþ çîíó â Äàãåñòàíå,
ðåæèì òàëèáîâ â Àôãàíèñ-
òàíå, èñëàìèçàöèþ ×å÷íè è
ò.ä. Ñîøëåìñÿ òàêæå íà
ìåæäóíàðîäíûå èñëàìñêèå
îðãàíèçàöèè ðàäèêàëüíîãî è
ýêñòðåìèñòñêîãî òîëêà, êîòî-
ðûå ïûòàëèñü ðàñïðîñòðàíèòü
èñëàìñêèé âûçîâ â ãëîáàëüíûõ
ìàñøòàáàõ. Ðàäèêàëüíûé èñ-
ëàì ìíîãîëèê. Ñðåäè òåõ, êòî
ðàçäåëÿåò ôóíäàìåíòàëèñòñ-
êèå óáåæäåíèÿ, åñòü îáåçäî-
ëåííûå, ìå÷òàþùèå î ñîçäà-
íèè îñíîâàííîãî íà ïðèíöèïå
ñîöèàëüíîé ñïðàâåäëèâîñòè
èñëàìñêîãî ãîñóäàðñòâà. Åñòü
ïîëèòèêè, äëÿ êîòîðûõ àïåëëÿ-
öèÿ ê èñëàìñêèì öåííîñòÿì
ñóòü èíñòðóìåíò óäîâëåòâî-
ðåíèÿ ñâîèõ àìáèöèé. Åñòü
ñîñòîÿòåëüíûå ëþäè, ãîòîâûå
òðàòèòü ìèëëèîíû äîëëàðîâ íà
ïîääåðæàíèå ðàäèêàëüíûõ
äâèæåíèé è îðãàíèçàöèé. Åñòü
òåõíîêðàòû, âåðÿùèå â ôóí-
äàìåíòàëèñòñêîå áóäóùåå èñ-
ëàìà, åñòü ñóãóáûå òðàäèöèî-
íàëèñòû, âîñïðèíèìàþùèå
âîçâðàò â «çîëîòîé âåê èñ-
ëàìà» áóêâàëüíî.

Ñòîðîííèêè ðàäèêàëüíîãî
èñëàìà ïðåäñòàâëÿþò ñàìûå
ðàçíûå ñëîè îáùåñòâà, è
äåéñòâóþò îíè ïî-ðàçíîìó.
Îäíàêî êåì áû îíè íè áûëè,
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Has the tragedy of 9-11 be-
come a landmark for the rela-
tionship between Moslems and
the rest of the world?

Any attempts to answer
this question with a definite
‘yes’ or ‘no’ are far-fetched in
my opinion. The tragic events
of 9-11 have certainly made a
huge impact on the entire
world. And yet the terrorist at-
tacks on the US were to a large
extent predictable, as are their
consequences for the relation-
ship between the Moslem com-
munity and the West.

The outbreak of terrorism
and the struggle against it both
reflect the complexity of the
situation in the modern world,
where some share globalist as-
pirations to a Westward-ori-
ented model for the entire hu-
man civilization and specifically
American ambitions to a
monopolar world, while others,
the Moslems but not only the
Moslems, strive to prove their
self-sufficiency, their ability to
stay independent of the West-
ern leader.

The outbreak of Islamic radi-
calism (referred to as Islamism,
Wahhabism, fundamentalism
etc.) reflects the large degree
of overall frustration in Moslem
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societies, their disappointment
in the ruling elites, the will to
suggest an ‘Islamic alternative’
for the current crisis, in other
words, an image of the golden
past as a source of rosy futures.

The general escalation is
further enhanced by the lack of
stability in a number of Moslem
regions and on the so-called
Moslem-Christian frontier, which
extends to the territory of Rus-
sia, amongst other states.

Partisans of ‘Islamic alterna-
tives’ can have ambitions at
various levels: local, national,
regional and global. The expe-
rience of the last three decades
(and, in a way, that of the en-
tire Islamic civilization) is that
Islamic alternatives have not as
yet succeeded in producing
stable results on any of those
levels.  One can point out wide-
ranging examples such as the
Islamic Republic of Iran, the
Kadar zone in Daghestan,
Taliban in Afghanistan, Islamic
trends in Chechnya etc.  One
can also mention the interna-
tional Islamic groups of a radi-
cal or extremist nature that
made attempts to globalize the
Islamic challenge.

Radical Islam has many
faces. In the ranks of the ad-

herents of fundamentalist views,
there are deprived people
whose dream is an Islamic state
based on social justice. There
are policy-makers who refer to
Islamic values, using them as
tools to fulfill their ambitions.
There are rich men, willing to
spend millions of dollars to sup-
port radical movements and
groups. There are technocratic
leaders with a strong belief in
the fundamentalist futures of Is-
lam; there are traditionalists who
take the return to the ‘golden
age of Islam’ word-for-word.

Partisans of radical Islam
come from various social strata
and use all kinds of methods.
Yet, whoever they are, they fail
to achieve their purposes.

For quite a few years, Is-
lamic alternatives have been
suggested as a response to the
prosperous self-sufficient West,
convinced of its unique mission.
In the meanwhile, Moslem radi-
cals both attracted new sup-
porters and developed an infe-
riority complex that became
especially strong in the 1990ies.
In the bipolar world, one could
always make use of the discord
between the world powers and
solicit the support of the USSR,
which disliked fundamentalists

òèòüñÿ çà ïîääåðæêîé ê ÑÑÑÐ
(ãäå ôóíäàìåíòàëèñòîâ íå ëþ-
áèëè, çàòî âñåãäà ñ ïîíèìà-
íèåì îòíîñèëèñü ê èõ àíòè-
èìïåðèàëèñòè÷åñêîå ðèòî-
ðèêå). Ïîñëå ðàñïàäà ÑÑÑÐ
âîçìîæíîñòü ìàíåâðà ó
èñëàìèñòîâ ñîêðàòèëàñü. Îíè
äåéñòâóþò ñàìîñòîÿòåëüíî,
çàòî ñ åùå áîëüøèì îò÷àÿ-
íèåì. Íåóäà÷à â äîñòèæåíèè
ñâîèõ öåëåé ïîáóæäàåò èõ ê
ìåñòè çà íåóäà÷ó. Êîíôðîíòà-
öèîííûå òåíäåíöèè ñòàíîâÿòñÿ
áîëåå çàìåòíûìè.  ß áû íå
ñòàë ãîâîðèòü, ÷òî èõ ðîñò
òîæäåñòâåíåí «ñòîëêíîâåíèþ
ìåæäó öèâèëèçàöèÿìè». Äåëî
îáñòîèò ñëîæíåå. Îáúåêòîì
íàïàäîê èñëàìñêèõ ðàäèêàëîâ,
âêëþ÷àÿ òåððîðèñòîâ, ÿâëÿåò-
ñÿ íå òîëüêî Çàïàä, íî òà ÷àñòü
ìóñóëüìàíñêîãî ñîîáùåñòâà,
êîòîðàÿ íå ïîääåðæèâàåò
èäåþ ñîçäàíèÿ èñëàìñêîãî
ãîñóäàðñòâà, àáñîëþòèçàöèþ
çàêîíîâ øàðèàòà, åñëè ìîæíî

òàê âûðàçèòüñÿ, èäåþ «òîòàëü-
íîãî èñëàìà». Ýòî õàðàêòåðíî
äëÿ áîëüøèíñòâà ìóñóëüìàíñ-
êèõ ïðàâÿùèõ ýëèò, êîòîðûå
ïûòàþòñÿ áîðîòüñÿ çà ìîäåð-
íèçàöèþ îáùåñòâà, ñòðåìÿòñÿ
ñîâìåñòèòü èñëàìñêèå öåííîñ-
òè ñ çàïàäíûì îïûòîì. Ýòèõ
èñëàìñêèõ ìîäåðíèñòîâ ïîä-
äåðæèâàåò, ïîëüçóÿñü âûðà-
æåíèåì àìåðèêàíñêîãî ïîëè-
òèêà è ýêñïåðòà Ãðýõåìà Ôóë-
ëåðà, èñëàìñêîå «ìîë÷àëèâîå
áîëüøèíñòâî».

Îäíàêî íå íàëè÷èåì ýòîãî
óìåðåííî íàñòðîåííîãî ìåíü-
øèíñòâà îïðåäåëÿåòñÿ âîñïðè-
ÿòèå ïîëèòèêàìè Çàïàäà è Ðîñ-
ñèè, åâðîõðèñòèàíñêèì ñîîá-
ùåñòâîì îòíîøåíèé ìåæäó
õðèñòèàíñêèì è ìóñóëüìàíñ-
êèì ìèðàìè. Çà ïðåäåëàìè
ìóñóëüìàíñêîãî ìèðà èñëàì
îòîæäåñòâëÿåòñÿ ñ íåòåðïè-
ìîñòüþ, ñ ïîñòîÿííîé ãîòîâ-
íîñòüþ ê êîíôðîíòàöèè.

Â ñàìîì äåëå, íà ïîâåðõ-
íîñòè ïîëèòè÷åñêîãî áûòèÿ ëå-
æèò àêòèâíîñòü èñëàìñêèõ ðà-
äèêàëîâ, ñîçäàþùèõ àãðåññèâ-
íûé, àòàêóþùèé îáðàç èñ-
ëàìà. Ñîáûòèÿ 11 ñåíòÿáðÿ
ëèøü óñóãóáèëè ýòî ïîëîæå-
íèå, ïðèäàëè åìó íåêóþ ëîãè-
÷åñêóþ çàâåðøåííîñòü. Îíè
ÿâèëèñü íå êà÷åñòâåííî íîâûì
ýòàïîì, íî ñêîðåå êóëüìè-
íàöèåé ïðåæíèõ òåíäåíöèé.

Î÷åâèäíî, ýòè ìíîãîëèêèå
è ïðîòèâîðå÷èâûå òåíäåíöèè
áóäóò è â áóäóùåì îïðåäå-
ëÿòü âíóòðåííþþ ýâîëþöèþ
ìóñóëüìàíñêîãî ìèðà, õàðàê-
òåð åãî îòíîøåíèé ñ ñîñåäÿ-
ìè. Íèêàêàÿ, äàæå ñàìàÿ óñ-

ïåøíàÿ àíòèòåððîðèñòè÷åñêàÿ
îïåðàöèÿ íå â ñèëàõ îòìåíèòü
èñëàìñêèé ðàäèêàëèçì. Îí
îñòàíåòñÿ îäíèì èç ñòðàòåãè-
÷åñêèõ íàïðàâëåíèé èñëàìñêîé
èäåîëîãèè è ïîëèòè÷åñêîé
ïðàêòèêè. È çäåñü ÷ðåçâû-
÷àéíî âàæíî, ÷òîáû, âî-
ïåðâûõ, ñâîå âåñêîå ñëîâî
ñêàçàëî óïîìèíàâøååñÿ âûøå
«ìîë÷àëèâîå èñëàìñêîå áîëü-
øèíñòâî», âî-âòîðûõ, ÷òîáû íà
Çàïàäå ñóìåëè èçáàâèòüñÿ îò
íàðàñòàþùåé èñëàìîôîáèè.
È, íàêîíåö, ìíîãîå çàâèñèò îò
òîãî, êàêèì îáðàçîì áóäóò
ðåøàòüñÿ ñîöèàëüíûå ïðîáëå-
ìû ìèðîâîãî ìóñóëüìàíñòâà,
ñóìåþò ëè ìóñóëüìàíå ñòàòü
íà ïóòü ìîäåðíèçàöèè, èëè îíà

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yet appreciated their anti-impe-
rialist rhetoric. With the disin-
tegration of the USSR, Islamic
groups found themselves with
much less space for maneuver.
Left on they own, they act with
even greater audacity.

Failures to achieve their
purposes make them seek re-
venge. Confrontational tenden-
cies are gaining ground.

I would not say that their
upsurge amounts to a ‘clash of
civilizations’. It is more compli-
cated than that. Islamic radicals,
terrorists included, do not only
have the West as their target.
They also attack the part of
Moslem society that does not
uphold the notion of Islamic
statehood and absolute Shariah
law, ‘total Islam’, so to put it.
This is typical for most ruling
elites in Moslem countries: they
try to modernize their societies
in an attempt to combine Islamic
values with Western practices.
To quote Graham Fuller, Ameri-
can political leader and expert,

Islamic modernists have the sup-
port of the ‘silent majority’ of
the Moslem population.

Yet it is not the existence
of a moderate minority that
determines the way policy-mak-
ers in the West and in Russia
and the euro-Christian commu-
nity in general views the rela-
tionship between the Christian
and the Moslem worlds. Out-
side the Moslem world, Islam is
seen as equivalent to non-tol-
erance and readiness for con-
frontation.

In fact, what lies on the sur-
face of political life is the activ-
ity of Islamic radicals who con-
tribute towards an aggressive,
attacking image of Islam.  All
the events of 9-11 did was fur-
ther enhance this image and
make it logically complete.
Rather than begin a new stage,
they brought existing tenden-
cies to a climax.

 Apparently, the assorted
contradictory tendencies shall
continue to shape the internal

evolution of the Moslem world
and its relationship with its
neighbors. An anti-terrorist raid,
however successful, cannot put
an end to Islamic radicalism,
which remains one of the stra-
tegic dimensions of Islamic ide-
ology and political practice. It
is extremely important that, on
one hand, the abovementioned
‘silent Islamic majority’ has its
say, on the other, that the West
manages to get rid of its pro-
gressive Islamophobia. Last but
not least, a lot depends on the
approach to the social problems
of Moslems worldwide. Either
the Moslems succeed in mod-
ernizing their societies, or mod-
ernization fails, in which case
there will be still more demand
for traditionalist and fundamen-
talist images and stereotypes.
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
