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The conflict that started ten
years ago in Bosnia-Herze-govi-
na, raised many assumptions
and hypotheses on the role of
political Islam in this region of
Europe. Because the three com-
munities involved in the fight
belong in their majority to three
different religions - Orthodox for
the Serbs, Catholic for the
Croats and Islam for the Slav
Bosnian Muslims - some observ-
ers have been prompt to ana-
lyse the events in terms of a
religious war. As in Central Asia
today, some saw the elements
of a new "Jihad"" taking shape,
but this time on European soil,
joining Samuel Huttington in his
theory of, "clash of civiliza-
tions"2. Considering the situa-
tion in the Balkans, and particu-
larly the war in Bosnia-Herze-
govina, one could hardly share
the view of the preceding lec-
turer, Rashid Abdullo, that Hut-
tington, “called things by their
names”. We do not know, as
Mr. Abdullo mentioned, wheth-
er Huttington can be considered
a "decent scholar” or not. We
are just struck by how little at-
tention all analysts keen to at-
tribute to political Islam a deci-
sive role in the war in Bosnia-
Herzegovina seem to have paid
to the simple reality of every-
day life in Bosnia - before, dur-

ing and after the war.

One can of course find ele-
ments of a wish to reinforce the
role of Islam in society, both in
some declarations of the lead-
ers of the Islamic Community of
Bosnia-Herzegovina, as well in
those of the Party of Democratic
Action (the SDA, Stranka
demokratske akcije), which
had been for so long the main
party representing the Bosnian
Muslim community. There is also
the temptation to establish a
Muslim national State in Bosnia,
possibly leading to the ulterior
creation of an Islamic State.
Together with the support pro-
vided by the Islamic Republic
of Iran to the Bosnian Muslims,
and the participation of some
foreign “mujahedins” in the war
on the Bosnian Muslims’ side,
this served to fuel the idea that
a new large scale Jihad was tak-
ing place. And the presence
and the activities of fundamen-
talist movements in Bosnia-
Herzegovina after the war could
appear as a confirmation of the

theory of religious war. How-
ever, it would be absolutely
misleading to give religion a
decisive role in the break-up of
Yugoslavia in 1991 and the suc-
cessive wars that followed it in
Slovenia (1991), Croatia (1991-
1995), Bosnia-Herzegovina
(1992-1995) and Kosovo (1999).
The appearance or reappear-
ance of political Islam in Bosnia
is more a consequence of the
war than its cause, and the
views of a minority (political
leaders or activists), are not
necessarily those of the majori-
ty of Bosnian Muslims. Bosnians
Muslims are characterised by
their belonging to a specific re-
ligion, not by their religious
faith® . Nationalism is to be con-
sidered as the real cause of the
conflict, while religion, at the
same time, is a factor of identi-
ty and an instrument in the
hands of nationalists.

There is of course an on-
going debate in Bosnia over Is-
lam, the role of Islam in society
and Bosnian Muslim identity. But
that debate has deeper roots
than the 1992-1995 war and
should not be reduced to a sim-
ple discussion of two possible
alternatives for the Bosnians: to
opt for a secular or a religious
State. The discussion in fact is
to be understood in a Europe-

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an context, in a country where
Muslims do not represent a
majority of the population. The
question being discussed is the
one of Islam in Europe or, to
quote the former Bosnian pres-
ident Alija Izetbegovic and pre-
vious leader of the SDA, of Is-
lam “between East and West".
In the early 90s, the ambiguity
of the Bosnian political leader-
ship, and notably that of Izet-
begovic, over the role of Islam
in Bosnia and on the nature of
the State they intended to es-
tablish after the war, has been
fuelling many concerns outside
and within Bosnia. And even if
Izetbegovic eventually Stated
publicly that no Islamic State
could be created in Bosnia be-
cause people would not accept
it, there is still a fierce debate
today, in the Bosnian media,
over the role of Islam in poli-
tics, the presence of political
Islam in Bosnia, and the possi-
ble existence of a hidden Islam-
ic agenda both in the Islamic
Community — the official cler-
gy in Bosnia - or among ruling
Bosnian Muslim politicians. Such
debates can be compared not
only to similar questioning over
the status of Muslim communi-
ties in Western Europe, and the
role of religion in society, but
they must also be understood
in the particular context of post-
war Bosnia - in the light of the
general insecurity concerning
the present and future of the
country and the viability of its
very fragile State. As some
observers state: "..stability, if

achieved, will not be conducive
to radicalism which has no roots
among Bosnian Muslims any-
way".4

At present, not one sharia
court that the communists
closed in 1949 has been re-
opened in post-war Bosnia. The
question of restitution of former-
ly nationalised wagqgf is envis-
aged, together with the return
of similar properties taken from
the Catholic and Orthodox
churches. The long dispute over
schooling that is dividing Bos-
nian, Serb and Croat officials
does not concern the establish-
ment of religious schools: it
mainly concerns the content of
school manuals on subjects such
as history, geography, and lan-
guage. As in countries of Cen-
tral Asia, Islam was considered
in pre-war Bosnia-Herzegovina
as a main factor of identity for
the Bosnian Muslims. In the con-
text of growing nationalism be-
tween communities that speak
the same language and share
the same habits, religion be-
came a tool in the hands of na-

tionalists. This was also a deci-
sive factor for some communi-
ties to forge or re-enforce their
specific identities. And in terms
of identity, the situation of the
Bosnian Muslims proved partic-
ularly complex, compared to
that of the Serb or Croat com-
munities.

The presence of an impor-
tant community of Muslims in
Bosnia-Herzegovina, mainly Sun-
ni Hannafi, is a direct conse-
quence of the Ottoman expan-
sion in the Balkans, starting in
the 15" century. The level of
Islamicization of the population
proved to be, over the centu-
ries of Turkish domination, less
important than that observed in
Albania, but superior to those
of Bulgaria or Serbia. In the first
case, some experts underline
the fact that no systematic Is-
lamicization policy was imple-
mented in Bosnia, as was the
case in Albania’. Instead, there
was in Bulgaria and Serbia, “a
single, strong and properly or-
ganised national Church.”¢ This
proved more efficient in retain-
ing its believers than the com-
peting churches present in Bos-
nia — mainly the Catholic and
the Bosnian Churches’- in a
country with a “peculiarly weak
and fractured ecclesiastical his-
tory during the period leading
up to the Turkish conquest”®.
Bosnians then, would essential-
ly demonstrate their religious
affiliation by observing a "set
of folk practices and ceremo-
nies” which gave a particular
light to the “psychology of con-

the region. “The shift from folk
Christianity to folk Islam was not
very significant; many of the
same practices could continue,
albeit with slightly different
words or names".? As a result,
"at some time in the late six-
teenth or early seventeenth
century, the Muslims became an
absolute majority in the territo-
ry of modern Bosnia-Herzegovi-
na".'°

This community found itself
in a new situation after the grad-
ual retreat of the Ottoman Em-
pire from Bosnia-Herzegovina.
Following the Berlin Treaty of
July 1878, the Austro-Hungari-
an authorities took over the
administration of the country,
which was then fully annexed
to the Empire in 1908. This pe-
riod was the start of a seculari-
sation process, and a gradual
transformation of the meaning
of the word "Muslim”, from a
mainly religious one, to a polit-
ical one. As a result of World
War |, Bosnia-Herzegovina was
integrated into the Kingdom of
the Serbs, Croats and Slovenes
(called "Yugoslavia" since 1929)
and, after World War I, into
the Socialist Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia. Caught in the fierce
tensions between Serbs and
Croats and with nationalism
growing in both communities,
the Bosnian Muslims experi-
enced in the inter-war period
the necessity to better define
their own identity.

More and more members
of the intelligentsia, who could

have so far identified them-
selves either as Muslim Croat
or Muslim Serb, felt a need to
identify themselves as Muslim,
in the national sense of the term.
No matter how ambiguous the
use of the adjective Muslim to
design a nation might be, the
new communist authorities
adopted it after WWIIL. At the
same time they started a cam-
paign against religion, which
strongly affected Islamic institu-
tions. Courts of Islamic law were
suppressed in 1946; mektabs
were closed down in 1950; a
law forbidding women to wear
the veil was issued in 1950; and
the waqgf properties were na-
tionalised in 1958. Muslim cul-
tural and educational societies
were also abolished and publi-
cation of Islamic textbooks pro-
hibited until 1964. But the Mus-
lims were still called "Muslims”,
and the question of their identi-
ty — religious, ethnic, or national
- was not solved by internation-
alist communist dogma.
Another terminology had
been adopted in 1993: from that
moment on, the Bosnians of Is-
lamic faith are defined with the
Serbo-Croat word Bochniak,
while the term Bosanac referred
to any inhabitant or citizen of
Bosnia-Herzegovina, whatever
his nationality or religious affili-
ation. But there is a fact that, in
the collective memory of the
war, a large audience - notably
in the West - keeps in mind war

reports mentioning “Muslim
forces" opposing themselves to
"Croat" (and not “Catholic") or
"Serb" (and not "Orthodox")
armies. Thus the diffuse impres-
sion of an increase in Islamic
political and military movement
in the Balkans is reinforced.

The 1963 Constitution of
Bosnia-Herzegovina refers
equally to Croats, Serbs and
Muslims, but does not give to
those three communities the
same status of nation. In fact,
only in the 70s was the catego-
ry “Muslim, in the sense of a
nation” and with a capital M in
the Serbo-Croat language, in-
troduced into the list of consti-
tutive nations of Yugoslavia.
Only then did it acquire the
same status as the Serb, Croat,
Macedonian, Montenegrin and
Slovenian nations. In the previ-
ous population census, a Bos-
nian Muslim could only declare
himself “Yugoslav, nationally
undeclared”, (1953 census) or
"Muslim in the ethnic sense”,
(since 1961). Parallel to the sec-
ularisation process of the term
Muslim, however, a process of
Islamic revival was taking place
in certain circles.

Starting in the 70s, some
former members of the Islamic
movement Mladi Musulmani -
Young Muslims- which had been
created in 1941 and dismantled
in 1949, launched new activities,
notably organising discussions
and diffusing religious literature.
Among them was the future first
president of independent Bos-
nia-Herzegovina, Alija Izetbe-

In 1983,
Izetbegovic, author of the text
Islamska deklaracija (Islamic
Declaration) in the 1970s, which
had been circulating amongst
Islamic groups without publica-
tion, is charged with 12 others
of "hostile and counter-revolu-
tionary acts derived from Mus-
lim nationalism”. “The main
piece of evidence was the text
of the Islamic Declaration, which
according to the prosecution
was a manifesto for the crea-
tion of an ethnically pure Mus-
lim Bosnian State"”, even though
"this treatise, written in the late
1960s, is a general treatise on
politics and Islam, addressed to
the whole Muslim world; it is
not about Bosnia and does not
even mention Bosnia. lzetbe-
govic starts with two basic ele-
ments: Islamic society and Islam-
ic government. Islamic govern-
ment, he says, cannot be intro-
duced unless there is already an
Islamic society, and the latter
exists only when the absolute
majority of the people are sin-
cere and practising Muslims...
These provisions ruled out the
creation of an Islamic govern-
ment in Bosnia, where Muslims
- even nominal Muslims, let
alone practising and devote
ones- were in a minority"'? (by
1981, out of a total population
of 4'440'000 million, 1'630'000
were declared Muslims,
1'321'000 Serbs and 758'000
Croats'?).

lzetbegovic, along with
other pan-Islamic politicians,
presided over the creation, in
May 1990, of the Party of Dem-
ocratic Action (SDA), which
was to compete with the na-
tionalist parties of the Bosnian
Serbs and Bosnian Croats dur-
ing the elections in December
1990: the SDS, Srpska
Demokratska Stranka, the Ser-
bian Democratic Party - and
for the Bosnian Croats — the
HDZ, Hrvatska Demokratska
Zajednica, the Croatian Dem-
ocratic Union. But if the SDA
as a Party never advocated the
creation of an Islamic State,
some of its leaders adopted a
constant “strategy of ambigui-
ty" on their political intentions. '

Officially defending the
idea of a multiethnic and dem-
ocratic Bosnia-Herzegovina, and
the recognition of its sovereign-
ty within existing borders
(former administrative lines of
the Yugoslav Republic, which
became international borders
when the Republic of Bosnia-
Herzegovina became an inde-
pendent State in Spring 1992),
they would regularly, in prac-
tice, give the impression of pur-
suing another objective. Rather

than simply the creation of an
Islamic State, they appeared to
seek the creation of a Muslim -
in the national sense of the word
- State, or a Muslim entity on
the territory controlled by the
mainly Muslim Army of Bosnia-
Herzegovina. For some observ-
ers, the SDA leaders, who were
mainly of pan-Islamic orientation,
contrary to the base of the Par-
ty - which was essentially of
nationalist character - were thus
ready to sacrifice the territorial
integrity of a multiethnic Bosnia
to the concept of sovereignty
of the Muslim nation in a re-
duced area of territory. "Al-
ways formally expressing them-
selves pro a democratically ori-
entated multiethnic State, these
authorities have never clearly
and consequently, with all the
issues that had to follow from
that, made the difference be-
tween their state policy - State
of the whole Bosnia-Herzegovi-
na - and their particular Muslim
ethnic policy. In that regard, it
is worth remembering that at
the very beginning of the Bos-
nian tragedy, still before the
onset of war in spring 1992,
during the famous Lisbon meet-
ing, lzetbegovic's team (then
already composed of Muslims
and representing only one par-
ty) gave its approval to the eth-
nic division of Bosnia-Herzegovi-
na''s.

Several declarations of the
SDA's leaders, and notably of
Alija lzetbegovic have contrib-
uted to fuelling suspicions of the
existence of a hidden Islamic

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political agenda. But the details
of the latter would remain eva-
sive and contradictory. lzetbe-
govic would sometimes declare
that an Islamic order was unac-
ceptable to the people and
therefore would be impossible
to install in Bosnia-Herzegovi-
na.'® Sometimes, he would sug-
gest that only time was need-
ed. He so announced, before
the war started, his readiness
to introduce into the Constitu-
tion of Bosnia the guarantee that
the country would not turn into
a Muslim State during the com-
ing 50 years."” He also insinuat-
ed that the barriers to creating
such a State would come from
the probable disagreement of
the international community: In
the summer of 1994, when
asked by the French daily Lib-
eration if he would consent to
the creation of a reduced Mus-
lim State on Bosnian territory,
in case of secession of the Serb
and Croat entities, Izetbegovic
"answered in a very indicative
way: no, for two reasons; the
first, because it would be un-
tenable, the second because
the international community
would never allow it."'®
Provoking confusion at an
internal political level, this dual
approach - official defence of a
secular State, and parallel evo-
cations of a possible other agen-
da - proved convenient at an
international level. From one
side, the Bosnians, could call on
Islamic and Muslim States for
help, on the grounds of the sol-
idarity of the Umma. On the

other side, it allowed them to
turn towards Western powers,
particularly the United States,
for support. lzetbegovic ap-
peared in that field rather prag-
matic, as he confirmed in an in-
terview given to the Bosnian
magazine Liljan on 24 March
1996, six months after the sign-
ing of the Dayton Peace Agree-
ment which ended the war in
Bosnia. “..We have to have
America on our side. In the
present situation, as it is, the
word goes on the existence of
Bosnia-Herzegovina and our
people. This is real politics, or
said shorter: this is politics, be-
cause unreal politics is not pol-
itics, it is stupidity. During the
war, Iran behaved as a real
friend, but Iran is far away, and
our enemies are close, very
close, we could throw stones
at each other. When the word
goes on our allies, my complete
answer is: we have to have
America and the Islamic world
on our side, and, as much as
this is possible, the rest of the
world also”."?

At an international political
level, it would be hard to sus-
tain the idea that the war in
Bosnia had represented for the
"mujahedeens” of the whole
world as appealing a “Jihad"” as
Afghanistan had been after the

Soviet invasion. If the Islamic
Republic of Iran has ensured
deliveries of weapons to the
Bosnian Army, and sent some
of its Pasdaran as military train-
ers in the Bosnian Army, it has
since the end of the war limited
its co-operation to the cultural
field. As for the mujahedeens,
those Muslim fighters who par-
ticipated in the war in the ranks
of the Bosnian army, are not
considered to have played a
decisive role in the issue of the
conflict. They numbered, ac-
cording to various estimations,
from a few hundred to a few
thousand. They mostly be-
longed to the unit “El-Mudja-
hid"”, incorporated since 1993 to
the third Corps of the Bosnian
army based in Central Bosnia.
Some of them, having married
Bosnian women and thus re-
ceived a Bosnian passport, re-
mained in Bosnia after the war.
The others, according to one of
the clauses of the Dayton Peace
Agreement on “foreign fight-
ers”, had to leave the country.
According to Bosnian officials,
the vast majority have in fact
done so.

There is little doubt how-
ever, that the debates over
identity will continue for a while
in Bosnia-Herzegovina, and,
because of the specific situation
of the country, that those dis-
cussions will regularly include
religious aspects; notably the
question of the role of religion
in society. Again, this debate
will not be confined to Bosnia:
that is a question which con-

cerns all Western Europe - it-
self presently experiencing large
discussions over identity, multi-
culturalism, and the co-existence
of different cultures. Long con-
fined to questions of territorial
autonomy for cultural minorities
(for example, the Catalans and
Basques in Spain, the Flemish
Walloons in Belgium, the Fed-
eral system in Switzerland for
its various cultural communities,
Corsica in France, Northern Ire-
land and Scotland in Great Brit-
ain), the new challenge for

Western European countries
might be — and this is not yet
clearly expressed — the demand
for cultural autonomy within so-
ciety. That question will surely
be at the centre of attention in
the coming years in France,
where the question of the level
of Corsica's autonomy from Par-
is might appear in the future as
a simple issue compared to a
call for cultural autonomy from
various communities living on
French territory and within
French society. Unfortunately,

post-war Bosnia-Herzegovina
failed to provide examples or
perspectives on that question:
as a matter of fact, one of the
main results of the war has so
far been the creation of rela-
tively autonomous entities and
the delimitation of territory in
more or less ethnically homo-
geneous zones.
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
