broadcast in various languages. In
order to guarantee access to edu-
cation, we are conducting goal-
oriented work in reforming the sys-
tem of education by founding
schools with two or three langua-
ges of instruction, and by improv-
ing the linguistic knowledge and
methodological skills of instructors.
Today, of the district's 556 public
schools, 85 use Uzbek as the lan-
guage of instruction, 11 use Rus-
sian as the language of instruction,
and 56 use different languages of
instruction.

Formerly, there were not
enough teachers to work in schools
using various languages of instruc-
tion. In connection with this pro-
blem, the Higher Technological Col-
lege was changed into the Kyrgyz-
Uzbek University, and now pre-
pares teachers to work in schools
with Uzbek as the language of in-
struction. In this university the lan-

guages of instruction are Kyrgyz,
Uzbek and Russian. It enrols stu-
dents not only from the Osh dis-
trict, but also from border regions
in the neighbouring states of
Uzbekistan and Tajikistan. In addi-
tion, the pedagogic department of
the Osh State University prepares
teachers for all subjects for Uzbek
schools.  There is also a local
branch of the Moscow State Uni-
versity in Osh. Upon graduation,
the students of each of these uni-
versities receive diplomas that are
legally accepted in Kyrgyzstan, the
Russian Federation or in Uzbekistan.

The state administration of the
Osh district currently pays great
attention to improving the technical
and material equipment of schools
using Uzbek and Russian languages
of instruction. In particular, it has
begun working to provide the
schools with textbooks in the

mother tongue. While providing

schools with textbooks in the mo-
ther tongue has presented certain
difficulties in the past, the question
has more or less been resolved as
far as basic needs are concerned.
However, due to the fact that the
Uzbek Republic has changed its
alphabet from Cyrillic to Latin alpha-
bet, they are no longer publishing
textbooks in the Cyrillic alphabet.
In light of the importance of this
problem, we have taken a decision
to establish a textbook publishing
centre in the Kyrgyz-Uzbek Univer-
sity.

Dear participants in the round
table! | am sure that Mr. Rolf Ekeus
will discuss in more detail these
questions, which are important in
our district, and that we will dis-
cuss ways to resolve our prob-
lems.
