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INTRODUCTION

The round table «Multilingual

Education and Mother Tongue

Edu-cation for National Minorities»

was conducted on April 15 - 16,

2003 in Osh by OSCE/HCNM and

CIMERA in the framework of the

CIMERA project «Multilingual Edu-

cation in Kyrgyzstan». The aim of

the round table was to broaden

perspectives about multilingual

education in Kyrgyzstan and discuss

possibilities of introducing multilin-

gual education models for national

minorities.

The CIMERA project «Multi-

lingual Education in Kyrgyzstan»

has been working since 2000 and

has introduced bilingual (Kyrgyz

and Russian) and trilingual (Kyrgyz,

Russian and Uzbek) education pro-

grams in ten kindergartens and ten

primary schools throughout the

country. In these kindergartens and

schools, children are instructed in

two or three languages, which

means that they experience two

or three languages of communica-

tion and have the chance to acquire

all of them at a high level of com-

petency. By emphasizing the co-

education of different linguistic and

ethnic groups, the project plays a

significant role in developing me-

thods of conflict prevention and

interethnic integration through  early

childhood education.

At the round table�s opening

ceremony, Ambassador Rol f

Ekeus, the OSCE High Commission-

er on National Minorities, present-

ed his vision for the role of educa-

tion in interethnic integration in Kyr-

gyzstan. Naken Kasievich Kasiev,

the Governor of the Osh district,

welcomed the guests and present-

ed his views on the linguistic and

ethnic situation in the South of Kyr-

gyzstan. Their speeches, as well as

a selection of presentations of

round table participants, are includ-

ed in this publication. During the two

day event teachers, school direc-

tors, representatives of local and

district education administrations,

NGOs, politicians and representa-

tives of the Peoples� Assembly of

Kyrgyzstan presented their activi-

ties in the field of mother tongue

education and discussed the need

and potential for introducing multi-

lingual education for national mino-

rities in Kyrgyzstan.

The discussions around ques-

tions such as how to better inte-

grate national minorities in Kyrgyz

society through education were

very heated, and it became clear

that there cannot be one single

solution for various minority groups

or those living in different regions.

Initial fears of having to choose

either integration into a broader Kyr-

gyzstani society or preservation of

national identity were eventually

diffused by the idea of multilingual

education. Multilingual education

was acknowledged as a practical

and flexible possibility to simulta-

neously improve integration and

preserve variety, and some of the

participating organisations showed

great interest in supporting further

development of multilingual educa-

tion for national minorities in Kyr-

gyzstan.
